RE: Potty Queen donates Security System to the Freedom Valley YMCA at Pottstown Early Learning Center.
The Freedom Valley YMCA at Pottstown, 724 North Adams Street has been providing quality child care for more than twenty four years.  The Y’s Early Learning Center, a Star III state licensed facility, with spacious classrooms and experienced, caring staff offers a developmentally appropriate curriculum to meet the growing needs of the children it serves.  Ever aware that safety concerns are very real for parents in today’s world, the Y demonstrates another reason to instill confidence in the programs it provides.

 

 Les and Karen Rinehart, President and owner of Potty Queen, have always felt that the need for the children in our community to be safe, to be of the utmost importance.  In 2007, the Rinehart’s donated to the Y’s Early Learning Center, a security system which enables the center to be in “lockdown” at all times.  To enter the building requires an authorized fob or be manually buzzed in by staff.  To further enhance the security of the Y’s program and its children, the Rinehart’s have recently donated funds to provide a Raptor system to be installed in the childcare center. This system helps to keep unwanted visitors out and track those allowed in. The system instantly screens for registered sex offenders, domestic dispute offenders and other trespassers. 

Along with this system, the Rinehart’s have also donated additional funds to expand the existing security system to add additional cameras to monitor the Early Learning Center and the YMCA facility.       <<<more>>>

Potty Queen, based in Pottstown, offers portable restroom, comfort station, and executive washroom rentals throughout southeastern Pennsylvania, including the Philadelphia area and central New Jersey. It also offers state-certified residential, commercial, and municipal septic system service and maintenance.
The YMCA Early Learning Center currently serves over 125 children from ages infant to Kindergarten.  Its state licensed, Keystone STARS III center is fast approaching STARS IV status (out of four).  “A technological security system is not a requirement for these Keystone STARS levels, but we felt it was imperative for the safety of the children,” says Executive Director Joan Daly.

“The Rinehart’s are supportive of all that our YMCA does and this is just an amazing example of that generosity,” Jackie Wilder, Director of the Early Learning Center.  

The Freedom Valley YMCA at Pottstown provides year round, state licensed child care for children 6 weeks to 12 years of age, Monday through Friday, 6:30 am – 6:00 pm at the YMCA with before and after school care provided at Pottstown, Pottsgrove, Owen J.
